and 4 special units introducing different aspects of Korean culture, The preliminary unit
is divided into 3 parts, which present Korean and Hangeul, Hangeul consonants and

vowels, and useful expressions respectively, The main units include 10 learning units and

2 review units.

e Kach special cultural unit is placed after every three main units, The topic of each unit is

related to a topic from one of the three previous units,

e Fach unit introduces 15 to 25 vocabulary words, and the textbook includes 268 words in

total, which are selected based on their frequency of use and level of difficulty in relation

to the topics and communication activities of each unit,

e Each unit introduces 2 grammar points, and the textbook includes 20 grammar points in

total.,

* The recommended teaching hours for each unit is 4 to 6 hours, which may vary
depending on the operational conditions of each branch of King Sejong Institute. The
special units on Korean culture are to be discussed for about 10 minutes in conjunction

with the relevant main unit, or to be separately taught using the Nuri—King Sejong
