CONCLUSION: Non-finite verb forms function as the HEAD of non-finite PHRASES or the center of NON-FINITE CLAUSES. 

Non-finite VPs can contain one or more NON-FINITE verb forms (e.g. to have been arrested, having discussed). Non-finite clauses exhibit similar syntactic relations to those in FINITE clausal patterns.

Ex. 3.

1. to have left – perfect infinitive (perfect aspect/correlation); having found – perfect present participle (perfect aspect/correlation);

2. to be having – progressive infinitive (progressive aspect); disrupting – simple present participle (unmarked); 

3. to have been working – perfect progressive infinitive (perfect aspect/correlation + progressive aspect); 

4. to have been nominated – perfect passive infinitive (perfect aspect/correlation + passive voice); 

5. to have been shown − perfect passive infinitive (perfect aspect/correlation + passive voice); 

6. to have been spoken to − perfect passive infinitive (perfect aspect/correlation + passive voice); 

7. not to plagiarize – simple infinitive (unmarked + negation); 

8. being amused – passive present participle (passive voice); 

9. cut – past participle (unmarked); 

10. having been written – perfect passive present participle (perfect aspect/correlation + passive voice).

CONLUSION: Non-finite verb forms can be simple or marked for certain grammatical categories. 

Infinitives can be marked for PROGRESSIVE ASPECT, PERFECT ASPECT/CORRELATION and VOICE. Present participles can be marked for PERFECT ASPECT/CORRELATION and VOICE. Past participles DO NOT VARY.

CONCLUSION: Non-finite clauses usually have no subject. When they do, the subject of infinitive clauses is in the form of a plain noun or pronoun or comes after FOR. The subject of participial clauses is in the form of GENITIVE or OBLIQUE (ACCUSATIVE) noun / pronoun.

Ползата от тичането
